He has
come runner up twice at the SAMIA awards for best bass player and
currently plays in The Torinos, The Dirty Roots Band and of course the
award winning The Streamliners to name a few.

Larry comes from a family synonymous with drums here and has played
with such groups as Take 5, The Torinos, Eric Bogle, The Blues brothers
and Sisters of soul, Souzi and the Cool mints.
